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SECTION 1: SUMMARY 

In the eighth year of an ongoing partnership, the University of Southern California (USC) and 
the Los Angeles Homeless Services Authority (LAHSA) collaborated on the design, 
implementation, and analysis of the 2024 Greater Los Angeles Homeless Count (HC24). For 
USC, the work was based out of the Suzanne Dworak-Peck School of Social Work along with 
partnerships at the University of California, Los Angeles and Lens Co.  
 
The HC24 is intended to provide point-in-time estimates of the homeless population in the Los 
Angeles Continuum of Care (CoC) geographic area, which includes all of Los Angeles County 
except the cities of Pasadena, Glendale, and Long Beach. It fulfills the U.S. Department of 
Housing and Urban Development (HUD)-mandated Point-in-Time (PIT) Count to count, and 
estimate demographic characteristics of, persons experiencing literal homelessness – unsheltered 
and sheltered – typically during the last 10 days in January.  
 
The HC24 was designed to provide estimates for the Los Angeles CoC; the City of Los Angeles; 
eight Service Planning Areas (SPAs); the communities of Hollywood, Skid Row, and Venice; 
five Supervisorial Districts (SDs); and 15 City Council Districts (CDs).   
 
Estimates of the homeless population are constructed from data obtained from a PIT Count of the 
unsheltered individuals and dwellings, a demographic survey of unsheltered adults, a youth count 
and survey of unsheltered youth, and administrative data from the Homeless Management 
Information System (HMIS) covering the sheltered population, augmented by reporting from 
shelters not represented in HMIS. While most of the data collection and estimation procedures 
remained unchanged from the 2023 Homeless Count (HC23), both the unsheltered demographic 
survey and youth count incentives were changed for HC24. The unsheltered demographic survey 
incentive was increased to $20 for individuals and $40 for families and the youth count incentive 
was increased to $14 for individual and $21 for families, with a $7 screening incentive for 
eligibility. These changes are detailed further in the Demographic Survey protocols (Appendix 
B) and Youth Count protocols (Appendix E). 
 
 
SECTION 2: ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES   

For the HC24, USC was contracted to provide methodology and process direction, design and 
select all required samples, execute the demographic survey of unsheltered youth and adults, 
manage the youth count that was subcontracted to Lens Co, and produce survey estimates.  
 
LAHSA was responsible for all other data collection tasks, which included conducting the PIT 
and shelter counts, convening an advisory board committee, designing survey questions, and 
compiling the estimates for public presentation that may include estimates from other CoCs in 
Los Angeles County such as Glendale, Pasadena, and Long Beach.  
 
 
SECTION 3: POINT-IN-TIME COUNT 

Each January, LAHSA conducts the PIT Count in the CoC. The PIT Count is a visual-only tally 
of people experiencing unsheltered homelessness and the number of cars, vans, recreational 
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vehicles (RVs), tents, and makeshift shelters assumed to be housing homeless individuals. 
LAHSA provides training to all volunteers who canvas designated census tracts (CTs).  
 
The HC24 PIT Count was conducted by volunteers in all 2,310 CTs1 that make up the CoC, with 
special outreach teams counting LA metro stops, riverbeds, and other hard to reach places. 
Starting in 2020, LAHSA also collected counts from Safe Parking program locations, which are 
designated areas that provide vehicle dwellers with a safe and legal place to park and sleep at 
night. The counts of people, but not vehicles, from 22 Safe Parking sites were included with the 
visual tally to arrive at the total PIT Count. This year, 11,657 individuals, 16 family units with 60 
members, and 21,288 vehicles, tents, and makeshift shelters were counted during the unsheltered 
PIT Count.2 
 
 
SECTION 4: DEMOGRAPHIC SURVEY  

The 2024 Demographic Survey (DS24) took place between December 7, 2023 and March 13, 
2024 and covered 593 selected CTs across the CoC. A total of 6,329 (4,264 eligible) surveys 
were collected during that time.3 A copy of the survey instrument can be found in Appendix A, 
while Appendices B and C outline the data collection protocols.  
 
The purpose of the 2024 Demographic Survey was two-fold: 
 

1) To collect data on a sample of homeless youth and adults to use in the estimation of 
unsheltered youth and adult homeless characteristics across the CoC; the City of Los 
Angeles; eight SPAs; the communities of Hollywood, Skid Row, and Venice4; five SDs; 
and 15 CDs. 

2) To estimate the number of people living in the cars, vans, RVs, tents, and makeshift 
shelters (CVRTM) captured in the PIT Count.   

 
The sampling approach was kept similar to the approach used in the 2016-2023 Homeless 
Counts. Following the 2023 definition of geographic strata, the CoC was divided by CDs within 
the City of Los Angeles, and by SPAs outside the City of Los Angeles.  
 
A 5% significance error was used to calculate a target sample size of surveys and 2023 average 
population estimates were used to define the final CT sample size.  
 
 
 

 
1 Or, more specifically, parts of CTs referred to as CT subtracts. There are 3,249 CT subtracts in the LA CoC. One 
of these CT subtracts, 462500_w1, is located within the LA CoC but the majority of the CT belongs to the Pasadena 
CoC. While this CT subtract was counted by volunteers during the PIT Count, the CT was excluded from the 
Demographic Survey sample per LAHSA's feedback and therefore excluded in the overall estimate of multipliers 
and people, which are estimated at the CT-level. There were no people or dwellings counted in this CT subtract this 
year.

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4.1. Sample Selection 
 
A two-stage stratified random sample was used for the DS24. In stage one, all CTs were 
allocated to different stratum and a random sample of CTs from each pre-defined strata was 
selected. In the second stage, selected CTs were covered by the survey team. Data collectors 
conducted surveys with any homeless person they could locate in a CT who agreed to participate. 
Data collectors visit the CT once or twice during the surveying period. Respondents were 
assumed to be selected at random from the homeless population in the CT. CT sample selection 
probabilities were then used in the computation of analytic weights. 
 
4.1.1. Strata Definition 
  
The eligible CoC area to be surveyed consisted of 2,310 CTs. Each CT was allocated to one 
stratum within geographic and hotspot strata based on information from the HC23, Los Angeles 
County Homeless Outreach Portal (LA-HOP) data, HMIS Outreach data, demographic survey 
planning sessions and youth count planning sessions (also called focus groups) on population 
size, and hotspot designations received from LAHSA.  
 
Geographic Strata 
 
Geographic strata were defined using CD and SPA designations.   
  
CTs were grouped into the following SPAs: 
 
1. Antelope Valley 
2. San Fernando Valley 
3. San Gabriel Valley 
4. Metro 
5. West 
6. South 
7. East 
8. South Bay 
 
CTs were also grouped into the 15 CDs plus a larger geographic area not incorporated as one of 
the 15 CDs.  
 
In general, CDs are smaller than SPAs and most of them include a portion of two or three 
different SPAs. 
 
The geographic stratum was then defined by the combination of CDs and SPAs (Table 1).

Hotspot Strata 
 
We define three types of strata (Table 2a): 
 

1) Full Inclusion: These are CT hotspots to be surveyed with 100% certainty. A small group 
of tracts, due to either having very distinct homeless population characteristics (e.g., Skid 
Row population) or hard to find homeless populations (e.g., families), were selected to be 
covered with certainty and excluded from the random sample selection. Included in this 
group of tracts are tracts with Family Solution Centers (FSCs), Youth Survey Sites5, safe 
parking locations6, as well as all tracts in Venice and Skid Row. 

2) Hotspot: These are CTs identified as having higher concentrations of either homeless 
youth, homeless adults living in CVRTMs, or homeless adults living on the street. Each 
of these categories constituted separate strata for sample selection. The indicators were 

 
5 Youth Survey Sites are community organizations where youth experiencing homelessness typically access 
services. The survey sites would typically expect to see at least 3 youth on any given day. Appendix E provides 
more detailed information on protocols regarding Youth Survey Sites.  
6 In 2020, numbers of individuals and family members sleeping in vehicles at Safe Parking sites were included in the 
PIT Count to improve data collection from those sleeping in vehicles. Demographic surveys were also collected 
from these sites on designated nights during the Demographic Survey data collection period. In 2022, safe sleeping 
locations were added to both the PIT Count and Demographic Survey. The two types of sites were grouped together 
for sampling and data collection purposes. Any reference to safe parking locations includes safe sleeping locations 
as well. 
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created by comparing each CT’s estimated count with a cutoff based on the SPA 
population median and the CT’s deviation from it.7 

3) Non-Hotspot: The remaining CTs are grouped in a category of their own.

In prior years, LAHSA and USC coordinated a series of planning sessions in each SPA during 
the months of October and November where community partners engaged in outreach were 
asked to provide detailed information on homeless populations, including identifying their 
locations on a map of the LA CoC, and an estimate of the population sizes for individuals, 
families, youth, and encampments separately. Additional descriptions of the area and the best 
time of day to find these populations was also gathered. In 2022, due to COVID-19 concerns, 
partners were asked to submit this hotspot data via an online map and form created by LAHSA.8 
This method of hotspot data collection was continued for HC24. The collected information was 
combined with recent LA-HOP and HMIS Outreach data to get an estimate of the homeless 
population at the CT level. To combine these measures, we used the maximum count from the 
outreach count, the LAHOP count, and the planning session count as an estimate of homeless 
individuals in the tract. Homeless population estimates from HC23 were used as a second 
measure to identify hotspots. CTs with estimated populations above the cutoff by either of the 
two measures were tagged as a hotspot to be sampled.  
 
As in HC23, safe parking locations and family services locations were incorporated into the 
sampling for the Demographic Survey. Families were captured via collaborations with Family 
Solution Centers (FSCs) identified by LAHSA. There were 8 FSCs in total that were approached 
this year, with one in each SPA.9 CTs with FSCs were included in the Full Inclusion strata and 
sampled with 100% certainty. LAHSA and private stakeholders also operate a handful of safe 
parking locations for homeless populations living in vehicles to spend the night. A 
comprehensive list of all active Safe Parking sites in the LA CoC area was also provided by 
LAHSA. Any CT with a Safe Parking site in it was included in the Full Inclusion stratum and 
sampled with 100% certainty.  
 
Separate planning sessions were conducted to identify youth hotspots, also using the online map 
and form provided by LAHSA. Estimates from those sessions and from the 2023 Youth Count 

 
7 A CT is assigned the hotspot status on one of the categories if the estimated number for that CT in that category 
falls above the SPA median plus the average absolute median deviation for the SPA. 
8 LAHSA hosted virtual SPA planning meetings and other planning meetings to train community partners on how to 
use the online form submission. Community partners were then instructed to input data on their own time before the 
submission period closed. A second period for youth hotspot data collection was opened for the first week of 
January. 
9 Staff at most FSCs were trained and on-boarded by the start of demographic surveying in December by USC. 
There was a designated USC staff member to regularly assist and check-in with FSCs throughout the survey period, 
which helped yield more family surveys compared to last year.   
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(YC23)10 were used to classify CTs into hotspots and non-hotspots. Youth providers serving a 
significant number of youth (an average of three individuals on a given day) agreed to operate as 
survey sites and conduct surveys.11 Tracts holding those sites were part of the Full Inclusion 
stratum and covered with 100% certainty in the Demographic Survey sampling scheme. 
Different from the Youth Enumeration Survey used for the Youth Count, the Demographic 
Survey covered only a sample of youth hotspot tracts. Demographic Surveys were administered 
by USC-trained data collectors at survey sites and among youth who were captured on the street 
in sampled CTs. 
 
Stratified sampling was done for CTs not identified for Full Inclusion, within the geographic 
strata. Non-hotspot tracts were assigned to their own stratum. Hotspot tracts were further 
stratified according to whether the planning sessions identified them as having youth, CVRTM, 
individuals, or combinations of these groups. A CT could only be allocated to one stratum for 
sampling purposes, so prioritization was established to assign CTs to mutually exclusive strata. 
The rules of assignment were: 
 

a. CTs identified as youth hotspot were assigned to the youth hotspot stratum. 

b. Any remaining CTs identified as containing a vehicle or encampment hotspot were 
assigned to the CVRTM stratum. 

c. Any remaining CTs identified as containing individual hotspots were assigned to the 
individual stratum. 

d. All remaining CTs that were not identified as hotspots were assigned to a non-hotspot 
stratum. 

 
Table 2b shows the count of hotspot tracts under each category before the prioritization rule 
described above was applied to clear any overlap.

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4.1.2. Sample Size 
 
The total number of CTs to be sampled was defined using HC23 estimates. Using HC23 
estimates, a 5% significance criteria was used to determine the HC24 sample size in terms of 
surveys for each geographically defined area.  
 
The target sample size (in terms of CTs to be sampled) was estimated in two steps. Each CT was 
assigned a stratum defined by the 15 CDs and eight SPAs. When hotspot strata and geographic 
strata were combined, a total of 92 strata were defined to be sampled (Table 3). Note that hotspot 
stratum did not apply to Skid Row and Venice (SPAs 9 and 10, respectively), which were each 
represented with one stratum (Full Inclusion) to be covered with certainty (i.e., all CTs selected). 
 
At this stage, 100% probability of selection was assigned to CTs in Skid Row and Venice (SPAs 
9 and 10), as well as CTs that had FSCs, Youth Survey Sites, or Safe Parking sites in them. 
These CTs were not included in the subsequent sampling steps.  
 
The first step was to estimate the number of census tracts to be sampled using the average 
number of individuals per census tract in each geographic stratum.  
 
Once the total number of CTs to be sampled from each geographic stratum was defined, the 
second step was to use Neyman proportional allocation to define the final number of tracts to be 
sampled from each hotspot/geographic stratum. Neyman allocation is an optimal allocation 
method that maximizes the precision of survey estimates by minimizing the variance of the mean 
estimator. Using this method, we obtained more precise estimates by determining the number of 
CTs to sample within each geographic area proportional to the product of the number of CTs per 
geography and the geography standard deviation. Using this sampling method meant we sampled 
more CTs from SPAs with a larger number of CTs or larger variability in CT homeless 
populations to account for heterogeneity in the homeless population within and across SPAs. 
 
The number of CTs to sample was determined using the following formula:

To mitigate this issue, these strata were updated to be sampled within other strata. In the area defined by CD 1 and 
SPA 4, INDIV and CVRTM were combined for sampling.

In the areas 
defined by CD 10 and SPA 6, CD 12 and SPA 2, CD 13 and SPA 11, and CD 15 and SPAs 6 and 8, INDIV and 
CVRTM were combined for sampling. In the areas defined outside the city in SPAs 4 and 6, INDIV and CVRTM 
were combined for sampling. 
13 In SPA 1, there were five CTs identified as dangerous for our survey teams due to the presence of illegal 
marijuana grows, one CT identified as an airport, and one CT identified as an air force base by local service 
providers.

The final sample size for each stratum was defined using the Neyman allocation function from 
SAS 9.4 (Neyman option in PROC SURVEYSELECT). 
 
4.1.3. Selection of CTs 
 
The number of CTs in each stratum within SPAs are shown in Table 3, along with the number of 
sampled CTs allocated to each stratum. After determining the number of CTs to be included in 
the sample within each stratum, a stratified random sample without replacement was drawn from 
hotspot and non-hotspot CTs. SAS PROC SURVEYSELECT was used to draw the sample. The 
randomly selected CTs were tagged for inclusion in the survey sample. Selection probabilities 
were automatically calculated for each area in SAS. A total of 593 CTs were included in the final 
sample. 
 
Given the sparseness of the planning session data and the potential for encampment relocations 
between the sessions and the survey, we also anticipated the possibility that the sampling 
strategy would yield sample losses relative to previous years, raising the potential that we would 
not reach targets for maximum mean-squared error set out in the study plan. At the sampling and 
post-sampling stages, we took the following steps to address this concern: 
 
1. For some of the geographic areas representing the intersection of CD and SPA, the number of 

CTs in some of the HS strata was low, and the geographic area was small. To reduce the 
number of CTs required to achieve the desired error, we combined strata within geographic 
area (e.g., assigned all INDIV and CVRTM CTs as one stratum). In most of these places, 
planning sessions indicated that they could be assigned multiple types of hotspots in the 
priority list (i.e., the CTs were relatively similar across the combined strata). Reducing the 
number of separate strata in these geographic areas allowed sampling at higher rates where 
the HS information was sparser and the geographic areas larger. Combined strata are noted in 
Table 3. 
 

2. We ran a range of samples applying Neyman allocation with different margin of error (MOE) 
targets. We used these to simulate the likely survey yield based on observed data on 
canvassed individuals and non-response in DS2023. Based on this, we identified SPA/CD 
combinations with higher levels of risk of low sample size and high error. Combining these 
estimates with our knowledge of SPAs where planning session data may have been 
incomplete, we sampled at a higher rate in those SPAs. Specifically, we sampled at higher 
rates in SPAs 1 and 3 and CDs 11 and 15, resulting in 2, 8, 2, and 2 additional CTs being 
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selected in these geographic areas, respectively. The target MOE was 0.045 for SPAs 1 and 3 
and CDs 11 and 15, and 0.05 for all other geographies. 

 
3. Throughout the course of fieldwork, the data management/sampling team met regularly with 

the field team to discuss the survey yield relative to expectations/necessary targets and the 
frequency at which tracts were yielding zero counts, particularly in hotspot tracts. While we 
were prepared to develop a strategy for augmenting our sample or resampling based on these 
assessments, in the end we determined that samples in most areas would achieve tolerable 
MSE targets. After the PIT count was complete, we used the observed counts from the PIT to 
target CTs where we saw large counts and few surveys to be re-canvassed.  

 
4.1.4. Sample of Individuals 
 
The second stage of sampling for the DS24 was assumed to be a random selection of people 
experiencing homelessness within selected CTs.  
 
Data collectors canvassed each selected sample CT in its entirety once or twice during the 
surveying period and conducted surveys with any individual experiencing homelessness they 
could locate in the CT who agreed to participate in the survey.14 Respondents were assumed to 
be selected at random (temporally) from the homeless population in the CT, and data collectors 
went to great lengths to locate homeless individuals in difficult terrain. Non-response and 
unapproachable individuals were recorded and factored into the final analytic weights. 
 
4.2. Sample Weights 
 
Sample weights were constructed for use with the DS24 data. Strata sample weights were 
calculated by taking the inverse of the probability of CT selection within each stratum. Several 
strata were assigned 100% probability of selection (Table 3). 
 
Final weights were constructed during the data analysis process (see Section 8). 
 
 
SECTION 5: YOUTH ENUMERATION SURVEY 

Because homeless youth are considered a “hidden population” that may not be easily discernable 
through a visual count, best practice recommendations include employing a survey-based method 
when conducting homeless youth counts. Since its inception in 2016, the Annual Los Angeles 
County Homeless Count of unsheltered youth has implemented a survey-based methodology in 
which a single survey instrument was used to both enumerate and to describe the characteristics 
of youth experiencing literal homelessness.  
 
As noted in the HC20 methodological report, however, significant changes were made to the data 
collection and subsequent analysis of the Youth Count (YC) based on youth provider feedback 

 
14 The survey team made an exception in Skid Row due to its high homeless population density. The team spread out 
throughout the tract and conducted 12 to 15 surveys each with individuals randomly selected, at which point they 
stopped interviewing. 
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who are primarily responsible for conducting the YC. Because data collection for the youth 
survey is largely dependent on the capacity of youth service provider staff and their volunteer 
networks, youth service providers historically have faced significant challenges in covering all 
sampled CTs over the 10-day Youth Count period. The length of the survey, which included 
potentially triggering questions, was identified as a significant hindrance to the process, limiting 
the capacity to survey all potential youth.15  
 
To address these concerns, USC implemented a change in the Youth Count methodology in 
2020, namely the introduction of the Youth Enumeration Survey, a shortened version of the 
Youth Survey used in prior years. The new 5-minute-long survey collects information on 
demographic characteristics and household compositions and was administered during the 10-
day Youth Count period, which was intended to both reduce provider burden and improve the 
accuracy of the count. A longer survey (the former Youth Survey) was integrated with the 
Demographic Survey and administered by USC survey teams over the same three-month period 
in which the demographic survey is normally conducted. The Demographic Survey for youth 
was used to provide descriptions of subpopulations, such as veterans and chronic households. 
 
The purpose of the 2024 Youth Enumeration Survey (YS24), therefore, was to count the youth 
(under age 25) homeless population in the CoC area and estimate its size, serving as a PIT Count 
of youth. A detailed description of this population, however, was estimated through the 
Demographic Survey as described under Section 4.  
 
As in previous YCs, surveys were conducted in a sample of CTs across the CoC. For YC24, data 
collection took place during the last 10 days of January16 using an ESRI app similar to the ESRI 
app developed for the PIT count.  
 
All CTs in Los Angeles County were assigned to a stratum, determined by hotspot and 
geographic designations (SPA and CD). Generally, CTs in hotspot strata were sampled with 
certainty, while CTs in other strata were selected using a random sampling approach.  In select 
hotspot CTs, youth service providers serving a large number of youth17 were designated as 
Survey Sites (referred to as Access Points in some prior years). The protocol called for all 
potentially eligible youth who visited the site during Youth Count to be interviewed, along with 
any other unsheltered youth that were encountered elsewhere in the CT outside of the facility. In 
the selected non-Survey Site CTs, surveyors were also instructed to interview all unsheltered 
youth encountered.  
 
A total of 1,794 (447 eligible) surveys were collected for YC24.  
 
Youth Count efforts employed three types of location-based data collection strategies: 1) street 
survey teams, 2) in-person surveys at survey sites, and 3) phone-based surveys at survey sites.18 
 

1) Street survey teams: Teams assigned and coordinated to conduct surveys in selected CTs.  
 

15 In 2019, surveyors spent approximately 30-45 minutes to complete the survey. 
16 HUD requires all CoCs to conduct point-in-time counts within a 10-day period in January. 
17 Providers serving an average of three homeless youth per day qualified as Survey Sites.

2) Survey Sites: SS coordinators agreed to provide staffing resources to assist in survey data 
collection ranging from two to ten days. Note that the entire CT in which the SS’s are 
located was also covered geographically by street survey teams. 

 
Youth Enumeration Survey collection happened in two timeframes: 1) blitz days and 2) extended 
time periods. 
 

1. Blitz Days: In all eight SPAs, a blitz day model was implemented in which youth 
homelessness provider organizations dedicated resources (i.e., staff, volunteers, 
transportation) to canvas the entire geography of the selected CTs and conduct as many 
surveys with homeless youth as possible on the predetermined day(s). USC and Lens 
Co’s resources were dedicated to supporting each SPA on their designated blitz day.  
 
Each SPA blitz day, USC survey teams were assigned CTs that were identified by SPA 
leads as being more difficult for the providers to cover themselves. USC teams were 
deployed independently. Lens Co also oversaw the recruitment and management of 
volunteers to support SPA blitz days as well as cover CTs in SPAs that historically had 
difficulties in coverage and capacity. Many of these volunteers were LA County 
employees. 
 
Youth homelessness provider organizations and their volunteers assembled street survey 
teams who canvassed CTs that were identified in the sampling strategy. During the blitz 
days, street survey teams prioritized CTs that were identified as including hotspots in 
which homeless youth were expected to be found. Additionally, hotspot data was used to 
strategize the times (morning, afternoon, evening) that street teams canvassed CTs. 
 

2. Extended time periods: As youth homelessness providers did not have the capacity to 
canvas all CTs included as part of the Youth Count sample during blitz days, street 
survey teams covered any remaining CTs during an extended time period. This included 
non-hotspot CTs and CTs that required specialized deployment such as those with unique 
geography (i.e., mountains, airports, riverbeds) or large geographic coverage. 

 
A copy of the survey instrument can be found in Appendix D, while Appendices E and F outline 
the data collection protocols with more detail. 
 
5.1. Sample Selection 
 
The youth count sampling methodology follows the approach from previous years. A stratified 
random sample of CTs was selected from a list of CTs in the CoC, their geographic 
classification, the identification of hotspots from focus group planning sessions, and the count 
from the previous year. Outreach data from HMIS was also incorporated. The geographic 
stratum was defined using a combination of CDs and SPAs (for areas outside of CDs).  
 
Similar to the demographic survey, the sample size was set based on a preliminary analysis of 
standard errors. The target was to get a probability sample with a 5% significance level for the 
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youth count at the CoC and the SPA/CD level. For the youth enumeration, the significance and 
precision levels target the main measure from the survey, the count of homeless youth.  
 
To extract the sample, an additional strata level was added to divide CD/hotspot areas that cover 
more than one SPA, and the pre-identified sample size for that CD area was divided into SPA 
stratum proportionally. A stratified random sample of CTs were selected, where each CD/SPA 
defines a separate geographic stratum and additional strata were defined by the identification of 
hotspots. 
 
5.1.1. Strata Definition 

 
The first step was to define two sets of strata, a geographic stratum and hotspot stratum.  
 
Geographic strata in the YS24 were defined as in the DS24 (see Section 4.1.). CTs were 
classified into three types of strata depending on their hotspot status (Table 4): 
 

1) Full Inclusion: These are CTs that include Youth Survey Sites (SS HS) and planning 
session hotspots (FG HS) to be surveyed with 100% certainty. 

2) Hotspot: These are CTs that are identified as youth hotspots from historical data (HIST 
HS) and constitutes a separate stratum.19 

3) Non-Hotspot: The remaining CTs are grouped in a category of their own (NHS). 
 
For the Youth Enumeration Survey, hotspots identified by focus groups during planning sessions 
(and enhanced with recent HMIS Outreach counts) were included in the Full Inclusion tract 
category. Historical hotspot tracts were also identified using data from HC23 and constituted a 
stratum of their own.  
 
Hotspot data was collected via an online ArcGIS form. When the form was opened for data 
collection, the LAHSA data team attended virtual SPA planning meetings and other YC 
meetings to demonstrate how to use the online form submission as well as answer any potential 
questions. Community partners were then instructed to input data on their own time during the 
October-November submission period. Partners were continuously reminded about the 
importance of the data and submission period. Youth providers were encouraged to collaborate 
with young people who were experiencing homelessness to input hotspots that they were aware 
of, and USC provided $10 gift cards to compensate them for their participation. A second period 
for hotspot data collection was opened in the first week of January to help account for potential 
changes in hotspot areas. Providers confirmed submitted hotspots and added new hotspots that 
were identified since the initial hotspot data collection period.20  
 

 
19 A CT is assigned the hotspot status of one of the categories if the estimated number for that CT in that category 
falls above the SPA median plus the average absolute median deviation for the SPA. 
20 Since 2020, a hotspot quality assurance process was implemented to improve the quality & accuracy of hotspot 
data. Youth providers were asked in early January to confirm previously identified hotspots, update any notable 
location or time of day information, and to identify any new hotspots. 
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LAHSA provided USC with results from these sources, data from focus groups, and youth 
outreach counts from HMIS. Hotspots were identified using the same approach used for the 
demographic survey (i.e., based on population estimates). CTs with Youth Survey Sites were 
also tagged. These categories constituted separate strata for sample selection and were included 
in the Full Inclusion category. Following previous years’ counts, additional strata were defined 
using YC23 to identify historical hotspots (HIST HS)21, included as a hotspot group to be 
sampled.

The remaining CTs not identified within these categories were assigned to the non-hotspot 
category. Hotspot strata were defined in order of priority (SS, FG, HIST HS). Each SPA could 
have contained up to three hotspot strata, with the exception of SPAs 9 and 10, which were 
included in the Full Inclusion category of tracts and sampled with 100% probability. 
 
5.1.2. Sample Size 
 
The total number of CTs to be sampled was based on an estimate of tracts needed to reach a 5% 
significance level in the count of homeless youth and using the 2023 homeless youth count. 
 
The approach to identify the number of tracts to sample from each stratum for the YS24 was the 
same as the one used for the DS24 (see Section 4.1.2). 
 
5.1.3. Selection of CTs and Count of Homeless Youth 
 
After determining the number of CTs to be sampled from each stratum, a random sampling 
without replacement was used to draw the final sample of 523 CTs (Table 5). SAS PROC 
SURVEYSELECT was used to select CTs. The randomly selected CTs were tagged for inclusion 
in the survey sample. Selection probabilities were automatically calculated for each area by SAS. 
  

 
21 The count of Youth Enumeration surveys collected in 2023 was combined with the youth observed during the 
2023 PIT count. The Youth Enumeration survey was only conducted in selected CTs while the PIT count covered all 
CTs. 
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5.2. Sample Weights 
 
Sample weights were constructed for use with the YS24 survey data. Strata sample weights were 
calculated by taking the inverse of the probability of CT selection within each stratum. Several 

 
22 In SPA 1, there were five CTs identified as dangerous for our survey teams due to the presence of illegal 
marijuana grows, one CT identified as an airport, and one CT identified as an air force base by local service 
providers. These CTs (900102, 900103, 900104, 911001, 901209, 980003, and 980004) were omitted from the set of 
SPA 1 CTs that was sampled (i.e., they had no chance of being selected).

SECTION 6: PRODUCING THE 2024 SHELTER COUNT AND SUBPOPULATION 
ESTIMATES  

6.1. Overview of Point-in-Time Shelter Count 
 
Shelter count estimates were generated using the PIT shelter count. LAHSA conducted a PIT 
shelter count that is a 100% enumeration of all shelters in the CoC; therefore, there is no 
sampling or sampling error. The shelter PIT Count provides the raw number of homeless 
individuals living in the following shelter types: emergency shelters (ES), transitional housing 
(TH), and safe havens (SH), including those receiving vouchers for hotels or motels provided by 
these shelters. For HC24, 21,692 individuals and 16,268 households were counted during the 
shelter PIT Count. 
 
6.2. Homeless Management Information System Data 
 
Subpopulation and demographic estimates were estimated using HMIS data. Complete HMIS 
records from December 1, 2023 to December 31, 202323 with demographic characteristics were 
used to derive the distribution of demographic and subpopulation characteristics for the sheltered 
homeless population. Following prior years, HMIS data were assumed to be a complete 
enumeration of the sheltered population; therefore, additional weighting was not required to 
generate demographic and subpopulation estimates.24 After deduplication25 and screening for 
those using shelter services in December, 18,224 individuals in 15,295 households were included 
for analysis. 
 
 
 
 

 
23 HMIS data were extracted based on entry, exit, and service dates. Note that program entry, update, exit, and end 
dates were used to verify that individuals were actually sheltered in December 2023. For emergency shelter records 
only, bed service dates were also referenced. For records with missing program exit or end dates, a cut-off criteria 
using program entry and update dates was used to identify relevant records. For transitional housing and safe haven 
records, only records with program entry or update dates within 2 years of December 2023 were included. For 
emergency shelter records, only records with program entry, bed, or update dates within 180 days of December 2023 
were included. 
24 Note that some shelters do not report to HMIS either because they do not receive funding from LAHSA or for 
confidentiality purposes (e.g., domestic violence (DV) shelters); however, LAHSA collects count data separately 
from these shelters to include in the shelter PIT count. Therefore, the HMIS data are a total enumeration of all 
shelters that contribute to the HMIS system. By applying the HMIS data to the non-HMIS providers and DV 
shelters, we implicitly assumed that the distribution of characteristics in the HMIS shelters were the same as those in 
the non-HMIS and DV shelters. Also note veterans are overrepresented in the HMIS population; however, this only 
poses a problem if the characteristics of veteran families in the HMIS data are different compared to non-HMIS 
veteran providers. 
25 Note that several duplicates occurred in the HMIS data, partially stemming from what appeared to be individuals 
moving from shelter to shelter. Our deduplication process used birthdate, gender, ethnicity, race, and veteran status 
to eliminate most duplicates. 
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6.3. Data Analysis 
 
After deduplication and screening for December shelter use, demographic characteristics and 
subpopulation estimates were generated by estimating the proportion within the HMIS data for 
each type of shelter (ES, TH, SH) and household type (i.e., individuals, adult, and transition age 
youth (TAY) families, and veterans). This proportion was then applied to the analogous PIT 
shelter household and individual counts, by household and shelter type, to obtain their 
characteristics (see Appendix G for an overview of data analysis procedures). Because the CoC 
is large and diverse, the subpopulation estimates were applied at the SPA level to SPA-specific 
counts, and then summed to get the CoC result.26 For example, if we wanted to estimate the 
number of sheltered adult women in households without children, we would begin with the 
shelter PIT Count for all individuals in households without children by shelter type (ES, TH, SH) 
and by SPA. We then would estimate the proportion of women (and other genders) in individual 
households from each shelter type for each SPA using the HMIS demographic data. We then 
apply the estimated proportions to the counts by household type, shelter type, and SPA to obtain 
estimated counts of women in households without children. To estimate the total number of 
women in the CoC, we sum the estimated counts across household type, shelter type, and SPA. 
In general, total CoC estimates of subpopulations were generated by first summing the counts, 
estimating the proportions and applying them to the counts, and then summing across all shelter 
and household types, by SPA.27 See Appendix H for the HC24 shelter count results.  
 
We used SAS version 9.4, a statistical software package, for these estimations. 
 
 
SECTION 7: PRODUCING ESTIMATES FOR 2024 UNSHELTERED HOMELESS 
COUNT 

7.1. Unsheltered Adult Count 

The unsheltered adult count (street) estimates were also generated from two distinct sets of data: 
the PIT street count and the Demographic Surveys from adults (25 or older). Because the PIT 
street count was a 100% enumeration of all CTs, these data provide the total population counts 
for all individuals observed sleeping outside and all cars, vans, RVs, tents, and makeshift 
shelters.28 The counts for individuals on the street are provided by estimated age category (under 
18, 18 to 24, and 25 and older), with families counted separately from individuals. The 
unsheltered adult analysis includes the counts of individuals 25 and over on the street, family 
units and members, vehicles, tents, and makeshift shelters. Each individual, family unit, vehicle, 
tent, and makeshift shelter is considered a household.  
 

 
26 CoC-wide proportions were applied for select geographic areas or subgroups, such as veterans and 
unaccompanied minors, with small sample sizes.  
27 For smaller geographies, descriptive proportions were estimated by the appropriate geographic units, calibrated to 
preserve totals produced by the SPA-based CoC counts. 
28 As mentioned in Section 3, this year, 11,657 individuals, 16 family units with 60 members, and 21,288 
uninhabitable dwellings were counted during the unsheltered PIT Count. This includes 338 individuals and 5 family 
units with 12 members that were counted in safe parking locations. 
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To estimate the number of homeless individuals classified within each of the desired 
demographic and subpopulation categories, USC administered a survey to a sample of the 
unsheltered adult homeless population (see Section 4 for information on the survey design). 
After deduplication, 4,081 eligible29 surveys, each representing a household, reporting on 4,509 
individuals, were used to estimate demographic and subpopulation estimates. A methodology 
like the one used for the shelter count was employed to estimate the proportion within each 
household type (adults with children, adults without children, veterans without children, and 
veterans with children) with specific demographic and subpopulation characteristics. These 
proportions were then applied to their respective PIT population totals (see Appendix G for an 
overview of data analysis procedures). The proportions and their application were done at the 
SPA level and then summed across SPAs30 to derive the estimated subpopulation counts for the 
CoC as a whole. 
 
We used weights to estimate proportions from the survey data to account for the sampling 
method. Sample weights were calculated as the inverse of the probability of CT selection within 
each stratum (see Section 4). The sample weights were adjusted for non-response and post-
stratified to the household PIT Count.31 All demographic and subpopulation estimate standard 
errors were adjusted for the survey sampling design using PROC SURVEYMEANS in SAS. 
 
The unsheltered adult counts for HC24 can be found in Appendix I. 
 
7.2. Unsheltered Youth Count 
 
In comparison to unsheltered adults, unsheltered homeless youth are harder to measure because 
they are a hidden population with unique barriers such as youth often being located in 
inconspicuous areas. Therefore, a sampling enumeration framework (see Section 5) was used to 
estimate the unsheltered youth count for youth-headed families, unaccompanied TAY (aged 18 
to 24), and minors. As in HC23, the estimated unsheltered youth count was derived from the 
Youth Enumeration Survey that included eligibility, demographic information (age, gender, 
ethnicity, race, and sexual orientation), and household composition. A separate long survey, 
similar to the single survey conducted in previous years, was integrated with the adult 
Demographic Survey, and youth responses were used to estimate subpopulation characteristics 
such as veteran status, health conditions, and domestic violence experience. The long survey also 
included questions regarding demographic characteristics and household composition. The 

 
29 Eligibility was determined by age and housing status. Housing status eligibility follows the HUD-definition of 
literal homelessness (i.e., individuals sleeping in places not meant for human habitation). Eligibility for the 
demographic survey also excludes those staying in interim housing, that is, emergency shelters, transitional housing, 
and safe havens, as they are covered by the shelter counts. 
30 For smaller geographies, PIT counts and descriptive proportions were estimated by the appropriate geographic 
units, calibrated to preserve totals produced by the SPA-based CoC counts. 
31 We collected interviewer-perceived age, gender, race, ethnicity, and presence of serious mental illness, physical 
disability, or substance abuse for all potential respondents. Non-response (NR) was observed if the subject was not 
approached, refused or declined to give consent, or did not provide eligibility information (age and housing status).  
For each point of non-response, we distributed the weight of NR individuals to responding ones using a nearest 
neighbor approach. Based on predicted values from logistic regressions of response on the perceived characteristics, 
we distributed the weight for each NR individual to those with similar predicted values. We then post-stratified the 
weights of the eligible respondents to the number of households observed in the PIT count (individuals, family units, 
vehicles, tents, and makeshift shelters) by stratum. 
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Demographic Survey sampling included a youth stratum identified through the youth hotspot 
planning sessions.  
 
For enumeration, 1,794 Youth Enumeration Surveys were collected. After deduplication, 447 
eligible32 youth surveys reporting 536 individuals were used to estimate the youth street count. 
For subpopulation description, 222 Demographic Surveys were conducted with youth, with 183 
deduplicated eligible surveys reporting on 213 individuals. Total, demographic, and 
subpopulation counts were calculated from the youth surveys by household type (i.e., 
unaccompanied TAY and minors and parenting youth) using a similar method to the unsheltered 
adult count (see Appendix G for an overview of data analysis procedures). The main difference 
in the methodology between the youth and adult unsheltered counts is that the adult unsheltered 
count is based on the PIT Count of individuals and CVRTM with complete coverage of the CoC 
while the youth count is based on Youth Enumeration Surveys conducted in a sample of CTs, 
which means that the sampling weights played a greater role in determining the number of 
unsheltered homeless youth. 
 
Youth sampling weights were calculated for the enumeration survey as the inverse of the 
probability of selection (see Section 5). The sampling weight was then adjusted for unit non-
response using similar methods to those used for the demographic survey, i.e., using a nearest 
neighbor approach to distribute non-responding individuals’ weights based on interviewer-
perceived characteristics. Unlike the adult street count, the Youth PIT Count used a sampling 
enumeration; therefore, weights were not scaled to actual population counts. Specifically, each 
individual identified in the enumeration survey (i.e., the respondent and household members) 
was multiplied by the non-response adjusted sample weight, which approximates the total 
number of people in the youth population that the survey respondent represented. The total youth 
homeless population was calculated by summing these products.

where Y is the total youth estimate; Pis is the size of household i, including respondent Ri, with 
household members hi, in strata s; and Ws is the non-response adjusted weight W for strata s. The 
total estimated unsheltered youth population, summed over all strata, is 1,293. The Demographic 
Survey weights were adjusted for non-response within the process applied to the adult 
demographic survey, with the youth weights separated from the adult weights when they were 
post-stratified to the estimated Youth PIT Count and final jackknife weights were produced.  
 
The enumeration survey was used to estimate basic demographic characteristics by household 
type and SPA, and the demographic survey produced the subpopulation proportions by 

 
32 Eligibility was determined by age (respondent must be less than 25 years old and without anyone 25 or older in 
the household) and housing status. 
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household type and SPA33, similar to the method used for the unsheltered adults.34 The standard 
error for the estimated counts and subpopulations were adjusted for the survey sampling design, 
using PROC SURVEYMEANS in SAS. 
 
The unsheltered youth counts for HC24 can be found in Appendix J. 
 
7.3. Uninhabitable Dwelling Conversion Factors 
 
The number of dwellings not meant for human habitation (i.e., cars, vans, RVs, tents, and 
makeshift shelters) were counted during the adult PIT street count and used to estimate the 
number of individuals living within these dwelling types. As was done in 2023, the methodology 
in 2024 included the following: 1) the standard errors of the CVRTM population estimates were 
incorporated; 2) estimation was done at the SPA level to better reflect differences in the 
population across the county; and 3) adjustments were made to account for youth (under 25 years 
old) in CVRTM. The estimates of people living in CVRTM continue to rely on questions in the 
Demographic Survey that asked whether respondents slept in any CVRTM in the last six months, 
and if so, to provide the number of people35 they stayed with, within any of the uninhabitable 
dwelling types. Those who reported living in any CVRTM last night or for most of the last 30 
days are included in this group. Separate samples were constructed for each of the CVRTM and 
their non-response adjusted weights were post-stratified to the PIT Counts for each type of 
dwelling by SPA. The non-response adjusted post-stratified weights were summed by SPA and 
household type using PROC SURVEYMEANS in SAS to produce population estimates for each 
type of dwelling, along with the standard error of the sums. The estimated individual adult 
CVRTM counts were then adjusted by subtracting the sum of weights for youth who reported 
sleeping in CVRTM either most of the last 30 days or last night to produce the final estimates 
that adjust for their presence on the night of the PIT Count. Beginning 2022 and continued 
through 2024, an additional change was implemented to allocate the CoC-level estimate of 
families across all SPAs by the SPA share of each CVRTM; in 2019, family estimates were 
assigned to the SPA where family surveys were collected.36 For geographies other than the CoC 
and SPA, the estimated SPA counts were distributed according to the geographic unit’s share of 
each CVRTM within the SPA.37 The CVRTM population estimates and their standard errors 
were carried forward to the descriptive analysis of unsheltered adult subpopulations.  
 
 
 
 

 
33 For smaller geographies, enumeration estimates and descriptive proportions were estimated by the appropriate 
geographic units, calibrated to preserve totals produced by the SPA-based CoC counts. 
34 The enumeration and demographic surveys’ demographic characteristics and household types were compared to 
ensure that the samples had similar distributions. For all demographic and household measures, the estimates were 
not significantly different at the 95% confidence level.

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7.4. Annualized Estimates 
 
Consistent with HC17-HC23, we used a formula modified from Burt and Wilkins (2005) to 
calculate annualized estimates of the LA CoC homeless population. Specifically, Burt and 
Wilkins (2005) asserted that annualized estimates in an area should be calculated as:

However, this formula does not account for the calculation of estimates by subpopulation. To 
account for subpopulation estimates, following HC18, we revised Burt and Wilkins’ (2005) 
formula to the following equation for subgroup g:

As an illustration, Table 7 depicts the CoC annualized estimates for the following subgroup g:

This method takes into consideration the proportion of newly homeless individuals each week 
(S) and assumes that this flow (proportion) of newly homeless is constant each week of the year, 
except for the week of the PIT Count, which is why it was multiplied by 51 weeks. This number 
was then adjusted for duplicates by multiplying it by the proportion of people who had not been 
previously homeless in the past year (1-C). This helped to ensure that this proportion represented 
only participants who had new spells of homelessness or were new to the area. The 52nd week of 
the year was captured by the current homeless count, represented by the PIT Count (A). It was 
also assumed that this number represented the stock of people experiencing homelessness in a 
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week. Therefore, to determine the number of newly homeless individuals in the remaining 51 
weeks of the year, this number was multiplied by 51 weeks and adjusted by the duplicate 
adjusted flow (proportion) of newly homeless individuals as previously described. All estimated 
proportions for the unsheltered were weighted to generate population estimates. 
 
It should be noted that because estimates were unstable at jurisdiction levels smaller than the 
CoC, we used a proportional allocation. Therefore, to allocate annualized estimates to 
jurisdictions smaller than the CoC, the proportion of the jurisdiction total estimated PIT Count 
relative to that of the CoC was applied to the CoC annualized estimate. 
 
7.5. Subpopulation Estimates and SE 
 
Standard errors were calculated to determine the precision of the estimates. Standard errors were 
calculated taking into consideration the sampling method and the complex interactions required 
to calculate the estimates. Standard errors were estimated using Jackknife variance estimation. 
As in previous years, the standard error calculations assumed the shelter counts and demographic 
characteristics, and the unsheltered adult PIT Count were measured without error; therefore, they 
were assumed to contain no error. Beginning in 2019 and continued through 2024, the standard 
errors of the CVRTM estimated population were incorporated into the final estimates of error 
(i.e., treated as an estimated count). A breakdown of the standard error calculations is as follows: 
 

1. If the estimate was derived by multiplying a count (N) by an estimated proportion (pp), 
for a particular subpopulation group (g), then the standard error was calculated as:

In this equation, seg,pp is the standard error of the proportion for subpopulation g. Note 
that for adult street count estimates, individuals and families were estimated separately. 
All individuals were assumed to be aged or 25 or older; therefore, no measurement error 
existed (i.e., we did not have to estimate percentage age categories for this group). 
However, for households with children, separate counts were calculated for individuals 
under age 18, TAY between the ages of 18 and 24, and members aged 25 or older. 
Because these age percentages had to be estimated from the demographic survey, they 
were estimated with error. Therefore, standard errors were calculated as previously 
described.

Notice that if there was no standard error for the count, this equation reduces to the prior 
equation. 
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3. If the estimate was derived by summing across samples (e.g., unsheltered female youth 
plus unsheltered female adults) and data sources (e.g., sheltered and unsheltered women) 
then the standard errors were calculated as simply the square root of the sum of the 
squared standard errors. 

 
7.6. Postproduction Adjustments for Totals 
 
To ensure that all geographical subunits added up to the CoC totals, we scaled the SD and the 
LA City/County estimates proportionally to the CoC totals, and the CD estimates proportionally 
to the LA City totals. For example, we took the ratio of the CoC population to the total estimated 
SD estimates and multiplied all the SD estimates by this factor so that when summed they would 
total the CoC population. Mathematically, this adjustment was calculated as follows:

where Dj is the adjustment factor for geography j (SD, City/County, or CD), P is the estimate for 
the total CoC or LA City homeless population, and Pj is the total population estimate for 
geography j. We also applied this adjustment to the standard errors reported in the appendices.  
Note that we estimated subpopulations by SPA and summed over all SPAs to arrive at CoC 
estimates, so no adjustments were needed for SPAs. 
 
 
SECTION 8: PRODUCING OVERALL ESTIMATES 

Following the methodology described in Sections 6 and 7, estimates for the sheltered count and 
unsheltered count were generated by age and household type for various geographical levels 
(CoC, City/County, SPA, SD, and CD) and subpopulations. Once estimates were derived for 
each shelter–age and street–age combination by household type separately, we summed the 
shelter–age–household and street–age–household combinations to find the total count of 
homeless individuals for each of the various demographic and subpopulation categories of 
interest. Note that to avoid rounding errors and ensure all estimates added up to the total, we had 
to estimate prevalence rates of demographic and subpopulation categories separately for each 
shelter–age–household and street–age–household combination and then sum all the outcomes. 
Subpopulation estimates for the CoC, City/County, and SPA geographies can be found in 
Appendix K.

Provider Site Phone Survey Protocol  
Demographic Count, 2024 

 
Safe Parking/Sleeping Sites  
Each year, the USC demographic survey team canvases a sample of census tracts 
in an effort to complete demographic surveys with people experiencing 
homelessness (PEH) they encounter. As part of this effort, in 2020 the USC team 
began visiting Safe Parking sites in order to capture the demographic 
characteristics of people accessing these sites (LAHSA provides the actual count of 
people in these sites during the nights of the PIT count). Because Safe Parking 
sites are only open at night, approaching people and completing surveys at night 
can be difficult and not everyone at Safe Parking sites are inclined to engage in 
the survey. Beginning in 2022, PEH at Safe Parking sites were given the option to 
arrange a time to complete the demographic survey with a USC surveyor over the 
phone at a scheduled appointment time.  
 
At the beginning of the 2024 USC project administrators contacted Safe Parking 
providers to arrange one evening for USC survey staff to visit the site during hours 
when clients are present, often from 6‐10pm, to administer surveys in person.   
 
Safe Parking providers were informed that their clients also had the option to take 
the survey via phone within two days of the USC site visit. Clients were given the 
option to call USC offices between the hours of 10am‐4pm within two business 
days of the site visit and complete the survey over the phone with USC survey 
staff following these protocols: 
 
Anyone who completed a survey over the phone was told they can collect a $20 
gift card from the Safe Parking provider by providing their initials. Project 
administrators collected only initials of survey participants, noted the gift card 
number (last six digits) and notified the Safe Parking provider of the initials of 
anyone who completed the survey so that a gift card could be distributed. During 
their site visit USC team leads dropped off gift cards to Safe Parking providers who 
had clients who wished to participate via phone and picked up any unused gift 
cards within the following week. 
 
 



Sample Script for Safe Parking Providers: “Hello, on the evening of December‐ 
March X, 2024 Homeless Count surveyors will visit our site between the hours 
of 6‐9pm to conduct a survey. If you are eligible, it will take 15‐30 minutes to 
complete and you will receive a $20 gift card for your time. If you would like to 
participate, please be on site at this time.  

Additionally, you may take the survey over the phone with USC survey staff 
within two days of their visit. We can arrange a time between 10am and 4pm 
for you to call and upon completion of the survey we will give you the gift 
card.” 

Once on the phone, if the client gave consent, the surveyor proceeded to 
determine eligibility. If eligible, a USC surveyor conducted the demographic 
survey, entering client responses on the Qualtrics app. Surveys were designated 
as a “Safe Parking Site” survey and connected to the census tract in which the site 
is located. After conducting a survey they noted the participant’s initials and the 
last six digits of their gift card on the USC Safe Parking Tracking Sheet, which were 
shared with the Safe Parking Providers for their own tracking purposes. 

In 2024 the Demographic Survey did no phone surveys at Safe Parking/Sleeping 
Sites. 

Youth Survey Sites  
As part of our Demographic Survey efforts, youth drop‐in centers have also been 
included in our sampling. In 2024 USC survey teams dedicated a day to visit each 
youth drop‐in center and conduct demographic surveys with anyone who was 
eligible.  

In early January 2024, USC Project Administrators contacted YSS coordinators to 
arrange a date between January 22 and February 10, when USC survey staff 
visited the site for a day from 8:30am‐4pm to conduct in person and phone 
surveys.  

In addition, YSS staff were directed to contact their clients independently by 
phone or text or as they administer the Youth Enumeration Survey and ask their 
clients to either visit or call into the site on the date that USC surveyors are 
scheduled to visit using the following script and protocols: 



 
Sample Script if taking the Enumeration Survey: “Hello, in addition to the 
Youth Survey you may be eligible for an additional survey as part of the 
2024 Homeless Count and eligible to receive an additional $20 gift card. 
Please visit our survey site or call this number on this date so we can 
determine if you are eligible. The survey will take 15‐30 minutes and will 
help us better understand the needs of unhoused youth in LA County.” 

 
Sample Script if calling independent of the Enumeration Survey: “Hello, 
you may be eligible for an additional survey as part of the 2024 Homeless 
Count and eligible to receive a $20 gift card. Please visit our survey site or 
call this number on this date so we can determine if you are eligible. The 
survey will take 15‐30 minutes and will help us better understand the needs 
of unhoused youth in LA County.” 

 
Once on the phone, client may give consent to proceed to determine eligibility. If 
eligible, a USC surveyor conducted the demographic survey, entering client 
responses on the Qualtrics app. Surveys were designated as a “Youth Survey Site” 
survey and connected to the census tract in which the site is located. The USC 
surveyor input gift card (last 6 digits) information into the survey via Qualtrics.  
 
If the survey was administered in person, the gift card was given immediately to 
the participant. If conducted over the phone the USC surveyor asked the 
participant to visit the site to collect their gift card. The survey participant’s initials 
and gift card number were noted on the USC Youth Survey Site Tracking Sheet and 
left with the site coordinator at the end of the site visit. The site coordinator was 
responsible for distributing the gift cards to participants as they visit the site to 
collect their cards.  
 
Family Solution Centers  
In 2024, as in prior years, FSC staff were trained by the USC Survey Team lead to 
complete the demographic survey within any eligible clients. FSC staff were 
instructed to invite any families who dropped in during the survey period to take 
the survey.   
 
During FSC survey training, which took place in November and December 2023, 
USC administrators directed site staff to contact clients with whom they have an 



active relationship, or, alternatively, just those with whom they have contact 
during the survey period and invite them to take the demographic survey. They 
were encouraged to do this in person or over the phone using the following script 
and protocols: 

Sample Script for site‐based staff via phone: “Hello, you may be eligible for 
a survey as part of the 2024 Homeless Count and eligible to receive a $40 
gift card for your family. Please visit our survey site to complete this survey 
or we can do the survey over the phone now.  If we do the survey over the 
phone, I can mail it to you or our gift card will be here at our site. Please 
come pick it up at your convenience. The survey will take 15‐30 minutes 
and will help us better understand the needs of unhoused families in LA 
County.” 

FSC staff either mailed or asked families come in to pick up their gift cards. Site 
staff noted the survey participant’s initials and gift card number on the USC 
Family Solution Center Tracking Sheet, which was picked up, along with any 
unused gift cards, at the end of the Count by USC administrators. 

USC administrators checked with FSCs via phone and email on a biweekly basis 
throughout the period of the Demographic Survey (December‐March) to remind 
and encourage them to complete surveys and assist them if they are having issues 
doing so.

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YOUTH COUNT PROTOCOLS 
 
This document describes the protocols Lens Co and USC created and followed to conduct the 
2024 Greater Los Angeles Youth Count, a survey-based count divided into two separate survey 
instruments: the Youth Enumeration Survey, which took place between January 22, 2024 and 
January 31, 2024, and the Youth Descriptive Survey, which took place between December 7, 
2023 and March 13, 2024. The Youth Count is a component of the Greater Los Angeles 
Homeless Count that collects data to describe the unsheltered youth population in the Los 
Angeles Continuum of Care (LA CoC). The USC Homeless Count team partners with youth 
homelessness research and advocacy organization, Lens Co, led by Dr. Robin Petering, to 
coordinate and implement the Youth Count. Lens Co and the USC Homeless Count team hire 
multiple staff members that are dedicated to the Youth Count effort throughout the year, 
including many with lived experience of youth homelessness in Los Angeles. Lens Co assists in 
the coordination of youth homeless service providers, community advocates, LAHSA staff, and 
USC demographic survey staff to conduct surveys with youth who are experiencing literal 
homelessness. Data collectors covered 523 selected census tracts (CTs) throughout the LA CoC, 
consisting of eight different Service Planning Areas (SPAs) but excluding the CoCs of Long 
Beach, Pasadena, and Glendale. During the 10-day enumeration period, a total of 1,794 (447 
eligible) Youth Enumeration Surveys were collected, while a total of 222 (183 eligible) 
Descriptive Surveys (were collected during the three-month period demographic survey period.  
 
In 2024, there were several methodological changes that were piloted in an effort to improve data 
quality and community implementation including adding a $7 screening incentive for eligibility, 
increasing the incentive overall, allowing youth to take the survey more than once, and offering 
e-gift cards for participants that completed phone surveys or participated as a youth navigator. 
These changes are detailed further in the sections below.  
 

The Youth Count Surveys 
 
In 2020, USC and LAHSA revised its methods to address data collection challenges commonly 
faced by youth providers with limited capacity and resources. Specifically, the revised method 
introduced a Youth Enumeration Survey, a shortened version of the Youth Survey used in prior 
years, which is used to derive an estimated point-in-time (PIT) count of the unsheltered youth 
(aged less than 25 years) population in the LA CoC. The Youth Enumeration Survey collected 
information on demographic characteristics and household composition and was administered 
during the 10-day Youth Count period. Then, a descriptive, longer survey (i.e., the former Youth 
Survey) was integrated into the Demographic Survey and administered by USC survey teams 
during the same three-month period in which the adult demographic survey is normally 
conducted. The Youth Descriptive Survey, thus, was used to provide descriptions of youth 
subpopulations, such as veterans and chronic homeless households.  
 
To be eligible to participate in either the Youth Enumeration Survey or Youth Descriptive 
Survey, participants needed to have met two different requirements related to housing status and 



age. According to the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), unsheltered 
homelessness is defined as “an individual or family with a primary nighttime residence that is a 
public or private place not designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation 
for human beings, including a car, park, or abandoned building, bus or train station, airport, or 
camping ground.”1 This definition informs the criteria of who is eligible to take part in the Youth 
Count and does not include persons who are couch surfing or individuals who are “doubled 
up” with others. Furthermore, individuals must be under 25 years of age to participate in the 
Youth Count, while individuals aged 25 years and older would instead be captured in the 
Demographic Adult Count. Youth who are eligible for the survey include unaccompanied 
minors, families headed by youth under the age of 25, and youth individuals under the age of 
25.   
 

Youth Enumeration Survey 
 
The Youth Count Enumeration Survey consisted of 12 questions, gathered information on basic 
demographic characteristics, family members, and any children in their care, and took between 5 
to 12 minutes to complete (see Appendix D for the full survey instrument). The primary focus of 
this survey was to count as many unsheltered young people in the LA CoC as possible between 
January 22, 2024 and January 31, 2024 (also referred to as “Youth Count Week”). Any 
individual perceived to be youth-aged that was approached for the survey received a $7 gift card 
to answer screening questions to determine eligibility for the enumeration survey. Eligible 
participants received an additional $7 Target gift card incentive and a family received two 
additional $7 Target gift card incentives upon completion of the survey.  
 
Youth Descriptive Survey 
 
The Youth Count Descriptive Survey consisted of 57 questions and took between 15 to 30 
minutes to complete. The first 55 questions on the survey were identical to the Demographic 
Adult Survey and included items on: basic demographic characteristics, veteran status, 
experiences of homelessness, length of homelessness, household demographics, health 
conditions, experiences with violence (specifically domestic violence/abuse), systems 
involvement, residence, employment, insurance coverage, and income. Two additional youth-
specific questions were included in the survey on educational attainment and experience in the 
child welfare system. The full survey instrument can be found in Appendix A.  
 
USC data collectors conducted the survey with participants who met the eligibility requirements. 
Upon completion of the survey, an individual participant received a $20 gift card incentive, and a 
family received two $20 gift card incentives. Incentives included a variety of options including 
gift cards for McDonald’s, Starbucks, Subway, and Target.

Survey Teams 
 
USC Survey Teams 
 
Please see Demographic Survey Protocols (Appendix B) for a detailed description of training and 
composition of the USC Survey Teams that conducted descriptive youth surveys.  
 
Youth Providers 
 
Youth Homelessness service agencies (also referred to as “Youth Providers”) serve as the lead 
data collectors during the Youth Count, deploying street teams and coordinating survey sites. In 
each SPA there was a lead agency and point person which aligned with the Youth Coordinated 
Entry System’s (YCES) lead agency and YCES Regional Coordinator (RCs). YCES RCs led 
Youth Count planning and coordination throughout their respective SPAs. Other participating 
agencies had a dedicated survey site coordinator who collaborated with the YCES RC. Agency 
leads were responsible for coordinating data collection within their community including 
scheduling street team deployments, recruiting youth navigators to support street surveying, 
tracking gift card distribution to staff and other sites, and ensuring every volunteer completed a 
training on the survey instrument and protocol. 
 
Data collection involved SPA-specific deployment plans based on the capacity of youth 
homelessness provider organizations in each of the eight SPAs. Lens Co supported the YCES 
RCs to develop SPA-specific deployment plans to canvas the 523 total CTs that were sampled 
across the LA CoC for the Youth Count. Each SPA’s YCES RC served as the point person for 
information related to Youth Count Week. Lens Co staff assisted in coordinating CT maps and 
gift cards, and also served as the point of contact for provider-based surveyors, volunteers, and 
youth navigators. LAHSA also had dedicated staff assisting in the coordination of the Youth 
Count leading up to and during the data collection period. 
 

Surveyor Training  
 
Anyone assisting in the Youth Count was required to complete the Youth Count Surveyor 
Training. In 2023, the surveyor training was adapted to be administered as an online, self-guided 
training. The training consists of five modules, each with a short (approximately 5 minute) 
YouTube video, followed by a three to five question quiz. The training took an average of 30 
minutes to complete. Over 250 unique persons were trained as surveyors leading up to the Youth 
Count. Surveyor training support materials were also available online and YCES regional 
coordinators and survey site coordinators were available for on-the-ground survey training and 
trouble-shooting support. Additional detailed information on the training process can be found 
online at: www.youthcount.org/training.This year, the Lens Co Youth Count team created 
several videos with examples of engagement and answers to frequently asked questions that were 
available online via social media ant the Lens Co YouTube channel. 
 



Website and Hotline 

All things related to the Youth Count were documented and provided on the official Youth Count 
website (www.youthcount.org). This site was updated frequently leading up to the 2024 data 
collection period and served as a resource for all participating individuals. During the data 
collection period, Lens Co also opened a Youth Count hotline where anyone could call or text for 
additional support. These calls and texts were routed to the Lens Co Slack where a team was 
available to assist in troubleshooting and other support needs. For the 2024 Youth Count, Lens Co 
used Avochato (https://www.avochato.com/) for its phone call and text support, Slack integration, 
and instructions for offline hours. 

Community Promotion 

Lens Co serves as the lead coordinating organization for the LA Coalition to End Youth 
Homelessness (LACEYH), created and implemented an effort to promote the Youth Count. 
Promotion was intended to raise awareness of the Youth Count to organizational staff, potential 
volunteers, and youth that may be eligible to be surveyed during the data collection period. Lens 
Co designed and provided posters that could be printed and distributed throughout an 
organization, as well as materials that could be posted on social media. The promotion “Toolkit” 
was available on the Youth Count website. Additionally, the Lens Co Youth Policy Lead was 
available to present and promote involvement in the Youth Count at several YCES meetings and 
to youth advisory boards throughout the county leading up to the Youth Count.  

Youth Count Data Collection Strategy 

Enumeration Survey Data Collection Strategy  

The Youth Enumeration Survey employed three types of location-based data collection 
strategies:  1) street survey teams; 2) in-person surveys at survey sites; and 3) phone-based 
surveys at survey sites. 

Street survey teams were assigned and deployed to selected CTs to conduct surveys. Street 
survey teams conducted surveys in the community space of CTs with higher populations of 
youth allocated to youth service provider staff and volunteers. 

Street survey teams consisted of “Surveyors” and “Youth Navigators.” Surveyors were youth 
provider staff, LAHSA staff, Lens Co staff, USC Demographic Surveyors, and youth provider 
approved volunteers who completed all necessary trainings. Youth Navigators were youth with 
local SPA knowledge who were recruited and approved by youth providers and assisted in the 
identification and engagement of potential youth experiencing homelessness. 

In all eight SPAs, USC and Lens Co supported a blitz day model in which youth homelessness 
provider organizations dedicated resources (i.e., staff, volunteers, transportation) to canvas the 



geography of the selected CTs and conduct as many surveys with homeless youth as possible on 
a predetermined day (or days). SPAs were encouraged to select a unique blitz day that did not 
overlap with other SPAs so that Lens Co and USC staffed surveyors could provide adequate 
assistance and support to all SPAs throughout the county. 

During the blitz days, street survey teams prioritized CTs that were identified as including 
hotspots in which homeless youth were expected to be found. Additionally, hotspot data was 
used to strategize the times (e.g., morning, afternoon, evening) that street teams canvassed CTs. 
Typically, street survey teams had specific deployment time frames, with shifts generally ranging 
from 9AM-12PM, 12PM-1PM, 1PM-5PM, and 5PM-9PM, and varied based on agency 
preferences. For example, SPA 4 specifically chose to only have their agency street survey teams 
deploy during the early morning and late-night shifts during their blitz day.  

Youth Count “Survey Sites” are community organizations where youth experiencing 
homelessness typically access services. Survey Site coordinators agreed to provide staffing 
resources to assist in survey data collection ranging from one to 10 days.  Survey Sites were 
instructed to assess eligibility of all youth accessing services at the Survey Site and administer 
the survey to all eligible youth on the same day if possible. A list of all participating Survey Sites 
in the Youth Count 2024 can be found in Table 1 below.

Phone-based surveys were also conducted at Survey Sites this year. After COVID-19, Youth 
Provider service delivery changed significantly, specifically in many youth services being 
provided remotely via phone, text, or video call. As a reflection of this, HUD approved the ability 
for agencies to conduct phone-based surveys remotely. Youth Survey Sites were instructed to 
contact youth who may have previously come into a site to receive services but who now accessed 
services remotely and to inform them of the opportunity to participate in the Youth Count survey. 
These surveys were considered equivalent to a Survey Site survey in that these surveys could only 
be done by staff affiliated with a designated Survey Site and the participating youth’s location was 
recorded to the Survey Site’s corresponding census tract. Further, these surveys could only be 
conducted during the designated data collection period. Detailed protocols for these phone-based 
surveys as well as detailed protocols for Survey Sites can be found in Appendix F. 

Descriptive Survey Data Collection Strategy  

Please see Demographic Survey Protocols in Appendix B for a detailed description of data 
collection protocols used to conduct descriptive youth surveys.  

2024 Youth Count Protocol Improvements and Pilots 

This year the changes detailed below were implemented not only to improve data quality but to 
help estimate the proportion of the homeless youth population that are likely not captured by 
current methods.   

Implementation of a $7 screening incentive for all participants  

All individuals perceived to be youth-aged that were approached for the survey received a $7 gift 
card to answer screening questions for the enumeration survey. Participants that qualified for the 
full survey received an additional $7 gift card (for a total of $14) and participants with children 
received two additional $7 gift cards (for a total of $21).  

The previous protocol of offering incentives to only eligible participants likely contributed to the 
high refusal rate we have seen in recent Youth Count data. Furthermore, surveyors themselves 



may have been less proactive to approach potential eligible youth because they were afraid to 
possibly deny an incentive to someone because they did not fit the HUD-definition of literal 
homelessness. By administering screening incentives, we hypothesized that this will yield more 
Youth Count surveys.   

Incentive increase and electronically distributed gift cards 

In addition to adding a screening incentive, the overall survey incentive for individual 
participants was increased from $10 to $14. The incentive was distributed via $7 Target gift 
cards. Therefore, participants that were screened for eligibility but were not eligible received one 
$7 card and participants that were screened eligible and completed the YC enumeration survey 
received two $7 gift cards (a total of $14). For participants that completed a family survey, they 
received an additional $7 gift card (a total of $21).  

For phone-based surveys, participants received their gift cards via email, distributed 
electronically via USC’s gift card distributor Tango. Prior to the youth count, survey sites were 
asked to identify who at the agency would be doing phone surveys. These individuals had to 
register as a phone surveyor and complete a second short 1-hour training and Q&A (via zoom). 
During the youth count, after a phone survey was complete, the surveyor completed an online 
form where they inputted their contact information, the participants contact information, and how 
much they should receive. Participants could provide initials or first name only and they could 
also elect to have the electronic gift card sent to their case manager's email address if they didn’t 
have one. The case manager then could assist in printing out the gift card. The form was 
password protected and form submissions were monitored by Youth Count lead (Dr. Petering) to 
ensure that every submission coming through was connected to an actual survey. At the end of 
the day, the lead would distribute the gift cards via Tango. The electronic gift card had several 
options for redemption including Target, grocery stores, rideshare, and food establishments. 

The same process was used to compensate Youth Navigators. Previously, Youth Navigators 
received a $50 visa gift card, with each SPA receiving 30 gift cards at the beginning of the count, 
distributed equally across the SPAs. However, each year Youth Navigator participation was not 
equal across SPAs resulting in some SPAs returning many unused cards that would have to be 
returned to USC card services while other SPAs reached their max, unable to compensate some 
young people who wanted to support as a youth navigator. By switching to electronic gift cards, 
there was no issue of unused gift cards and allowed flexibility for gift cards to be distributed 
based on need across the County. Each SPA was told they had a max of 30 young people they 
could support, however, if they felt they needed more gift cards they could check in with the lead 
towards the end of the ten days.  

Since a physical visa card is preferred, the incentive was increased from $50 to $60 to offset any 
inconvenience. The digital gift card had several options for redemption including Target, grocery 
stores, rideshare, and food establishments as well as an option to redeem a digital visa card that 
could be transferred to a digital wallet (i.e. Apple Pay) or used to purchase things online or via 
phone.

Italicized text denotes updates for 2024 
 
Youth providers can contact clients with whom they have an active service relationship to inform them of the Youth 
Count surveying that occurred over the course of the last 10 days in January. Providers can encourage young people to 
enter their access center to complete a survey and receive a gift card. Young people can also complete a survey remotely 
via the phone and receive an e‐gift card(s) or have the option to pick up a physical gift card via mail or pick it up at the 
agency. Any youth who completes a phone‐based survey can also complete an access site survey or field survey.  Protocol 
for completing remote enumeration survey via the phone:  
 

● Designated staff at the organization will identify a contact list of clients who currently receive services at their 
service site who are likely eligible for the unsheltered youth enumeration survey. 

o All phone surveys must be associated with a pre‐identified Youth Count Survey Site however the phone 
surveys do not need to be conducted physically from this site. 

o Access Center Survey Sites will be asked to pre‐identify staff that may be conducting phone surveys. 
These staff will need to attend an additional short training session on phone surveying 
 

● Staff will reach out to clients via phone call or text (or whatever preferred method they use to communicate 
with their clients to schedule remote services) to tell them about the youth count survey.  
● Text/email: “Hello, for the next 10 days (1/22/2023 to 1/31/2023) we are conducting the Homeless Youth 

Count surveys. If you’d like we can screen you for eligibility for the survey and you will receive a $7 e‐gift 
card for completing the screening. If you are eligible for a Youth Count Survey, you will receive an additional 
$7 target gift card as compensation. Overall, the screener and Youth Count Survey takes less than 5 minutes 
to complete and is anonymous. You can do it at the access center during these dates and times or remotely 
over the phone. Would you like to come in or can we get on the phone to determine if you are eligible?” 

● Note: if a young person chooses to do a survey over the phone, make sure to clarify that they will need an 
email to receive an e‐gift card and that gift cards will be available but will be mailed or need to be picked up 
at the organization. See detailed gift card distribution instructions. 

● All remote surveys must be conducted by a staff interviewer over the phone. Once on the phone, staff will 
follow the same protocols as an in‐person survey (i.e., pre‐survey → eligibility→ Youth Count Survey). All 
answers will be recorded by staff on the ESRI app.  

o Pre‐survey perception questions: if staff are familiar with the client, it is appropriate for them to record 
their perceptions of the client's age, race, etc. If this does not feel appropriate, the interviewer would 
select “cannot identify.” 

o Some questions are potentially sensitive to disclose. For sensitive questions (transgender identification, 
sexual orientation), the interviewer can read answer responses with the corresponding option number 
and ask for the young person to respond by just stating the number. 

▪ Interviewer, “Please let me know what option number is correct. Gay – one, straight – two, 
lesbian – three, bisexual – four, unsure/questions – five, declined or don’t know” 

▪ Respondent, “Two.” 

● Agency staff can reach out as many times as they deem appropriate to a potential young person as long as it is 
within the 10 days of the youth count. 



 
YOUTH COUNT 2024 

● The USC Survey Team will schedule a day to visit each survey site after Youth Count is finished, i.e., in early 
February, to conduct the longer Demographic Survey.  A specific date will be scheduled for each survey site. At 
the end of each interview during Youth Count, the interviewer should invite (or recontact to invite) eligible 
young people to call or come in on that date to complete a Demographic Survey. 

GIFT CARD INSTRUCTIONS 
● This year we are implementing e‐gift card options. Participants will need an email address to receive an e‐gift 

card. Participants who would prefer a physical card will still have that as an option. 
● E‐gift cards will be sent to the participant as soon as possible (could be within minutes but we will guarantee 

by the end of the day). Physical gift cards will take longer to receive. 
● E‐gift cards will have options for different types of cards and businesses. E‐gift cards will be the same as field 

and site surveys (Target) 
 
E‐gift Card 

● After a participant finishes a survey, the phone surveyor will ask for their name and email address. S 
● They will fill out an online form sharing the name, email, and amount of gift cards ($7 or $14) that will need 

to be distributed. The form will also ask for staff name, agency, and contact information. 
● The form will be password protected and only pre‐identified phone surveyors will have access to this form. 
● Lens Co will have staff on hand daily to support online gift card distribution and troubleshooting. 

Physical gift card 
● After a young person completes a survey, staff will input gift card (last 6 digits) information into the survey. 
● A young person will provide their information to staff to receive a gift card via mail. 
● If a young person doesn’t have a consistent mailing address the gift card or would prefer to pick it up the gift 

card can be set aside somewhere safe at the organization for the young person to pick up on their own time. 
● Agency staff will sign off on the gift card distribution and record reconciliation information in the Esri app. This 

gift card will be considered distributed, and the organization is now responsible for getting it to the young 
person.

Designate one or two staff to lead in surveying young people who come through your agency. Site lead should 

have access to the Youth Count Dashboard. 

 

Site lead will need to download the Survey 123 app on a smartphone and create an account 

● Note: The Youth Count survey will also be available to complete on a browser. 

● Survey leads should attend a surveyor training and review training materials: youthcount.org/training 

● In the survey, say YES to “Is this an access center survey?” and you will select your drop‐in site from the 

list. You will then be asked if you are conducting a phone survey. Please refer to the phone protocols as 

well at youthcount.org 

 

Assess the eligibility of all young people accessing services 

● Per training materials, please remember to record in the Survey123 App all surveys that could not be 

conducted due to refusal, non‐consent, not approached, or language barrier. 

● Follow the overall methodology and provide a $7 gift card to everyone who completes an eligibility 

screener regardless of their answers. Someone who completes the full survey will receive 2 $7 gift cards 

($14 total) or three if they are a family ($21). 

● Record surveys that could not be conducted due to refusal, non‐consent, not‐approached, and 

language barrier, as these records are factored in producing the overall estimates.  

● Keep detailed records of gift cards that are distributed using the tracking sheet provided by Lens Co.  

● Young people may take the survey more than once this year and receive a gift card for each one.  

 

Canvassing the census tract. The census tract that an access center/survey site is located in is a selected 

census tract. A survey team will need to canvass the entirety of the selected tract just as they would any other 

tract. If the survey site lead cannot do this, please let the SPA YCES and Youth Count leads know so they can 

coordinate a street team to canvass the tract. 

 

Note about methodology. We recognize that surveying at access centers will look much different than 

previous years with COVID restrictions and limited staffing capacity. The youth count sampling strategy selects 

access center locations with 100% certainty. If you conduct just one survey over the data collection period, the 

overall numbers will be more accurate than if no surveys are conducted.
